Admission Deadlines

Fall Semester

July 1 for in country applicants 7 1

Out of country applicants may not apply for the summer term
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Admission Requirements

Students must demonstrate English proficiency to be admitted to

DVCC. A TOEFL score of 173 (CBT test) or 500 on the paper-based test

is required. If you do not meet the minimum requirement, you may enroll

in DVCC's English Program in the International Education Center. Once

you complete the program or obtain the necessary TOEFL score, you

may transfer into DVCC.

Fees

Tuition is collected in full at the time of registration. International stu-

dent tuition is $178 per unit. Students must demonstrate that they have at

least $18,000 available, with an actual bank statement verifying the

amount. Health insurance is not included in this fee, but is required.

Health insurance costs $228 for the fall semester and $317 for the spring

/ summer sessions. 
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Transcripts

Applicants must have graduated from high school, or be at least 18

years of age. Official high school transcripts are required if the student is

not yet 18 years old. 
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Health Certification

All students must complete the medical form to prove they are in good

health. The form must be signed by your doctor or health professional.

Housing

DVCC does not provide housing to students. Homestays can be

arranged by the International Education Center, but most students are

required to make their own housing arrangements.
